Recycling Contamination Is Costly

Contamination ruins the quality of recyclable materials, clogs sorting machinery, and can even endanger
recycling workers. Contamination causes entire truck loads of recycling to be rejected and diverted to landfill.

What is recycling contamination?

Recycling contamination is when materials that cannot be recycled, or are not properly cleaned, are mixed
into the recycle stream. Some examples of common contaminants are plastic bags, soiled cardboard, bottles
or jars containing food waste, and hazardous material containers.

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Tips for successful recycling
& Do not place recyclables in bags. Items must be loose! & Paper and cardboard should be clean and dry
& Use recycling bins for recycling only & Food containers must be empty and rinsed
& Set bins out by 6am to ensure pickup & If in doubt, throw it out!
